	Effectiveness 
	Project includes all material (details, examples) needed to gain a comfortable understanding of the topic. Topic of discussion is clearly stated at the opening. It provides unique insight.
	Project includes most material needed to gain a comfortable understanding of the material but is lacking one or two key elements. Topic is clearly stated. It provides some insight. 
	Some of the questions could use more explanations. Questions could be weak. Some answers seem obvious. Audience has to guess at topic, but presentation seems to have a focus.
	Project is lacking several key elements and has inaccuracies. Discussion is superficial. Lacks focus.

	Media, Graphics and slide appearance
	Graphics and media are well chosen and relevant to the message of the presentation. All slides are easy to read and all the slides are not overly busy. Slides capture audience’s attention

	Content - Accuracy 
	All content throughout the presentation is clearly explained. All the relevant information is discussed with  detailed examples and evidence from texts and other sources. Shows depth of understanding.
	Most of the content is clearly explained. Some information is missed or inadequately discussed. There is one piece of vague/unclear information. 
	The content is generally accurate, but one piece of information is clearly flawed or unclear.

	Oral Presentation of Material 
	Oral Presentation was well thought out and rehearsed and utilized all team members. Excellent speaking skills. Audience was actively engaged. 
	Oral Presentation was well thought out and rehearsed and utilized all team members, but the audience was, for the most part, engaged in the presentation. Good speaking skills.
	Oral Presentation was not completely with slides, not enough rehearsal. Too much reading off the screen. All team members were used effectively. Audience was not engaged. 
	Oral Presentation was not complete, did not go along with slides, not enough discussion of content, and did not utilize all team members, and audience was not engaged.
